‭The power to treasure Christ’s love (v17-19)‬

‭●‬ ‭Paul wants the Ephesians to grasp the extent of Christ’s love. Can‬
‭you think of ways in which Christ’s love for us is shown?‬

‭●‬ ‭What does Paul expect the result of us grasping more of Christ’s‬
‭love to be, and how does Ephesians 4:13 help us understand what‬
‭Paul means?‬

‭●‬ ‭Why do you think grasping Christ’s love has this effect?‬

‭The power to treasure God’s work within us through Christ (v20-21)‬

‭●‬ ‭How does v20 encourage us in light of Paul’s prayers in the rest of‬
‭the passage?‬

‭●‬ ‭How does this passage challenge you in your prayer life?‬
‭●‬ ‭Overall, what does this passage show us about treasuring Christ‬

‭and the importance of doing that together as a church?‬
