about the relationship between baptism and the church?

3) The WHO of baptism

e What do Acts 2:6-38 and Acts 8:12 tell us about who should be baptised?
e Repentance and faith seem to lead very quickly to baptism in the book of

Acts! How quickly should churches baptise new believers? Is there any
scriptural basis for not rushing?

4) The HOW of baptism
e Andrew talked of baptism normally being done by full immersion and
publicly as part of a church gathering. Does that always need to be the
case?
